What Will I Learn?  

The NWBOC is designed for anyone who wants to be a better basketball official.  The camp emphasizes officiating philosophies and principles that apply at any level.  Officials will be taught and use three person officiating mechanics throughout the camp.  The camp has a 6:1 ratio of campers to clinicians.  Each clinician, besides being a highly accomplished basketball official, has excelled in other areas of officiating.  The clinicians are committed to helping every camper develop their officiating skills.  The NWBOC provides excellent exposure for officials who aspire to college basketball as well as those wishing to improve their high school schedule.  
Camp Structure:

· The NWBOC is held in conjunction with the University of Wisconsin-River Falls Great Falcon Shootout.  The GFSO is a high school boys’ team camp attracting approximately 40 teams.  
· The River Falls Senior High School and Knowles Physical Education Center on the UW-River Falls campus are game sites.  Both facilities are air-conditioned.  Six courts are used throughout the camp.

· Camp begins with registration at 5:45 pm on Friday.  Classroom instruction will occur on Friday night and Saturday and Sunday mornings.  Campers officiate from 10:00 a.m. on Saturday through Sunday morning.  Camp concludes at 12:30 p.m. on Sunday.   
· Campers will be placed in groups of no more than 6 officials.  Each group will officiate a minimum of 8 games during the camp.  
· Camp clinicians will supervise and provide feedback to the officials during each game.  
· Officials will have one game recorded.  The video will be used for on-site review with a clinician.  Campers will receive a copy of their recorded game before leaving camp. 
· The camp is certified by the WIAA.  Camp participants will advance in their WIAA classification and be WIAA certified in three person mechanics.

· Casey Eckardt:  Collegiate and high school basketball official for over 25 years.  Has presented and served as a clinician at several basketball camps and clinics.  Serves as the Athletic Director at New Richmond High School.
· Tom Fiedler:  Coordinator of Men’s Basketball Officiating for the Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic Conference (WIAC) and Conference Commissioner for the Big Rivers Conference.  Officiates in four DIII collegiate basketball conferences. 
· Jon Lucivansky: Collegiate and high school basketball official for over twenty years.  Current NFL and former Big Ten Conference football official.  Minor league baseball umpire for four seasons.
Camp Clinicians:  The following officials will serve as camp clinicians:
· George Drouches: Supervisor of Men’s and Women’s Basketball for the Minnesota Intercollegiate Athletic Conference (MIAC) and the Upper Midwest Athletic Conference (UMAC).  Division I baseball umpire and Division II football official.  Serves as the National Coordinator for NCAA Division III baseball.
· Ken Koester:  Associate Editor for Referee Magazine with oversight responsibilities for high school and college basketball.  Author of Basketball Officiating Mechanics Illustrated: Two and Three Person High School Crews.  DII/ DIII basketball and DIII football official.
· Greg Blum:  Basketball and football referee at the high school and college level.  Division I football official.  
· Mike Bunge:  College and high school basketball official.   Play clock operator for the University of Wisconsin men’s basketball and former rules clinician for the WIAA. 
· Pat Bauschelt: Veteran DII and DIII basketball official.  
· Chris Riba:  High school and college basketball official.  Former Division II football official and minor league baseball umpire.
